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Message from Rev. Bruce Bardon  
Full Circle 

I have to say Iõm happy to be here as the co-interim pastor with my good friend, Carl 

Heick, but I must admit it amazes me how this all came about.  For me, it has a   

feeling of having come full circle. 

The first time I set foot in First Baptist Hanson was in September of 1971 for a     

family wedding.  I was a high school kid.  The following February (1972), Jim Grant 

led a youth retreat with the kids from the Baptist churches in Plymouth, Kingston, 

and Hanson.  I grew up in Weymouth but he thought it might be something Iõd enjoy.  

That weekend led to some new friendships, particularly with kids from the Hanson 

church, and I spent a lot of time hanging around here over the next year and a half. 

In the spring of my senior year I was accepted at Barrington College in Rhode Island.  

Around that same time the pastor of the Baptist Church in Kingston resigned.  Carol 

Grant, Jimõs wife, said to me, òtoo bad youõre not done with school, you could come 

back and be our pastor.ó  Her words took me back.  I had no idea what I wanted to 

be òwhen I grew up,ó but one thing I knew for sure was that I wasnõt going to be a 

pastor.  How that came about is another story for another time, but suffice it to say 

that God had a plan (and a sense of humor!) 

Though my ministry took me out of the bay state for several years, First Baptist    

Hanson was a place that would came up from time to time.  When Jim began        

attending here in 1983 he told me about his excitement about the church.  I met 

Michael Feicht when he left here to serve a church in New Jersey, where I was also 

serving at the time.  I met David Berube as he was beginning his ministry here and I 

knew Steve Youd from Covenant Community Church in Sandwich while I was        

pastoring there. 

There have been a few times over the years when Iõve ministered in this building.  I 

conducted Steve Youõd motherõs memorial service.  I performed Kim Grant-Linnõs 

wedding (This was an emotional day, my father died unexpectedly 12 hours before 

Kimõs wedding.)  I also spoke at Kerry Grant-Atchinsonõs memorial service. I led a 

NetWork seminar here helping people discover their spiritual gifts and came to    

numerous pastorõs gatherings when both Steve Youd and Bob Smith were here.  So 

being back in the building feels very familiar to me. 

The day Carl Heick was approached by someone from the search committee about 

being your interim, he and I had already plans to meet for lunch.  He told me that he 

really didnõt want to do it.  I encouraged him to think about it.  And now a few years 

later here I am, serving along side him, having come full circle. 

I look forward to getting started and see what God will do with and through us as we 

follow His leading.
